WITH DR. PAUL KNITTER AND CATHY CORNELL

A leading advocate of globally responsible interreligious
dialogue, Paul Knitter is the Tillich Professor of Theology,
World Religions and Culture at Union Theological Seminary
in New York. He is the author of over 10 books on the
subject, and in his newest book, Without Buddha | Could Not
Be a Christian he writes very personally, sharing his faith
struggles while relating how his study of Buddhism B and

his own Zen practice B helped him regain his Christian faith.

Formerly a Catholic priest, Paul left the priesthood to marry

in 1982. In 30 years of teaching theology at Xavier University,

he benebted spiritually from his conversations with Jews,
Muslims, Hindus, and Native Americans. However, as a
Christian theologian, it was his encounters with Buddhists
and their practices that shed the most light on his own
beliefs. His new book is a compelling and illuminating

examination of what he learned as he brst Opassed overO to

Buddhism, and later Opassed backO to Christianity.

Paul will be accompanied by his spouse, Cathy Cornell.
Together they will rel3ect on their faith journeys in a multi-
faith world. Cathy will discuss Obeing peace in order to
make peace,O her experiences in El Salvador and her
recent research into how meditation can help activists. The
afternoon will conclude with a Healing of the Nations prayer
service.

Religions, and Culture at Union Theological Seminary,
New York and professor emeritus at Xavier University in
Cincinnati where he previously taught for almost 30 years.
Most of his research and publications have addressed
religious pluralism and interreligious dialogue, and since
his ground-breaking 1985 book, No Other Name?he has
been exploring how the worldOs religious communities can
cooperate in promoting human and ecological well-being.
Paul served on the Board for CRISPAZ (Christians for Peace
in El Salvador) from 1986 to 2004, and is currently a board
member for the International, Interreligious Peace Council,
formed after the 1993 World Parliament of Religions to
promote interreligious peace-making projects.

Cathy Cornell is a licensed clinical social worker, currently
in private practice in New York City. She chairs the Board
of Christians for Peace in El Salvador. A longtime Buddhist
practitioner, she seeks to integrate contemplative practice
into her social activism and her clinical work, especially
with those who have suffered from traumatic experiences.
Cathy teaches IWC Meditation at Union Theological
Seminary in New York City.
